INSTRUCTIONS 

Charge the power bank fully before using for the first time. 

 
CHARGING THE POWER BANK 
• Plug the USB-C tip of the included charging cable into the USB-C port on the 

power bank. Plug the other end of the cable into a USB-C power source, such as 

the USB-C port on a computer or into a certified USB-C adapter (not included), 

and plug into a wall socket. 

• The LED indicator will flash WHITE while power bank is in charging and stop 

flashing when the power bank is fully charged. 

 

CHARGING ELECTRONIC DEVICES WITH THE POWER BANK 
• Pull out the integrated USB-C tip on the power bank, connect it to your device 

with the USB-C port. 

• The power bank will begin to charge automatically. 

• The LED indicator will illuminate WHITE when charging. 

• Remove the integrated tip from the charged device when it is fully charged.
