CHARGING THE POWER BANK

* Plug the USB-C tip of your charging cable (not included) into the USB-C port on
the power bank. Plug the other end of the cable into a USB power source, such
as the USB port on a computer or into a certified USB adapter (not included), and
plug into a wall socket.

* Or plug the USB-C tip of the included charging cable into the USB-C port on the
power bank. Plug the other end of the cable into a USB power source, such as
the USB port on a computer or into a certified USB adapter (not included), and
plug into a wall socket.

« The digital display will display power level while power bank is in charging.

CHARGING ELECTRONIC DEVICES WITH THE POWER BANK
« Using the cable of the device you wish to charge, connect the charging cable to
your device with the appropriate connector.

+ Connect the other end of the cable to the USB-C port of the power bank.
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« The power bank will begin to charge automatically.
« The digital display will show available power level of battery when charging.
« Remove the cable from the charged device when it is fully charged.

HOW TO USE HAND WARMER
* Press and hold the [POWER] button to turn on the hand warmer function.
« The digital display will light up and show the handwarmer temperature level
indicating the hand warmer function is turned on.
* Press the [POWER] button to switch temperature level of hand warmer.
* Level 1-113°F
* Level 2 - 122°F
* Level 3 - 131°F
« Wait for 30 seconds for the hand warmer to heat up.
« The hand warmer will stay warm for about 6 hours when fully charged.
* Press and hold the [POWER] button to turn off the hand warmer function.

The power bank output will shut off when the hand warmer function is turned on.
