SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

« This product is NOT a toy, keep away from children and pets.

« Only use the device according to the instructions in this manual.

« Never use the device for anything other than its intended purpose.

« Do not open this device or attempt to repair the unit yourself if it is not
working properly. Doing so risks fire, shock or injury.

» When not in use, the device should be stored in a dry, cool location,
away from sources of water or heat.

+ Do not expose device or charging cable to extreme temperatures (heat
or cold), open flames, humid or wet conditions.

* Do not submerge in water.

* Unplug the charging cable when not in use. Do not pull the charging
cable to disconnect, or use the cable as a handle.

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INSTRUCTIONS
Be sure to fully charge the speaker before using for the first time.

CHARGE THE SPEAKER

* Plug the small connector of the included charging cable into the USB-C
charging port on the speaker.

* Plug the other end of the cable into a USB power source, such as the
USB port on a computer or into a certified USB adapter (not included),
and plug into a wall socket.

+ The LED light will glow RED when charging and turn off when fully
charged.

» On lower power, you will hear a voice prompt saying “Battery low.”
indicating that the speaker needs to be recharged.

PAIR & CONNECT WITH A NEW DEVICE

* Press and hold the [Power] button for 3 seconds to power ON. You will
hear a voice prompt saying “Power on, pairing.” indicating the speaker
is in pairing mode.
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* Open the Bluetooth menu on your smart device and search for new
devices.

» When you see “Indigo Speaker” listed, tap it to connect. You will hear a
voice prompt saying “Connected.” when paired successfully.

* Previously paired speaker will pair automatically after they are powered
on.

* Press and hold the [Power] button again for 3 seconds to turn off the
speaker.
Note: The speaker will automatically shut off after 5 minutes when it is
disconnected.

MUSIC & LED LIGHT CONTROL

* Press the [Power] button to play or pause your audio.

« The speaker comes with RGB LED light which will light up when the
speaker is turned on.

« 2x rapid press on the [Power] button to toggle through multi-color
fading mode, red color breathing mode, green color breathing mode,
blue color breathing mode and to turn off the light.

TWS PAIRING TWO SPEAKERS

« It is possible to connect 2 Indigo Light-Up Speakers for stereo sound.

* Place the two speakers near each other, turn on both speakers
simultaneously. The speaker should pair to each other automatically. You
will hear a voice prompt saying “Connected.” when paired successfully.

* Follow the instructions under “PAIR & CONNECT WITH A NEW DEVICE”
to connect your device to the speaker pair.

Note:

« If you have previously paired your device to one of the speakers, you
may need to turn off Bluetooth of your device while you pair the
speakers to each other.

» When 2 Indigo speakers are paired with each other, you can operate on
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either speaker to play/pause music and to change light mode.

RESET THE SPEAKER

« If you have trouble pairing your speaker, forget the pairing name “Indigo

Speaker” from the list of the connected device and turn off the

Bluetooth.

« Follow the instructions under “PAIR & CONNECT WITH A NEW DEVICE”

to pair with the speaker again.
